AIM: To encourage children to act and think in ways that demonstrates respect for self and others and to ensure the wellbeing and overall development of each child. Manilla Preschool is committed to ensuring the wellbeing and holistic development of all children. Staff will foster the development of a positive sense of self in children, encourage children to respect and value one another, and be aware of their behaviors and how they impact upon others and the environment around them. Staff will establish clear, consistent and realistic expectations relating to expected behaviors at Preschool and these expectations will be reinforced through example, redirection and positive behavior guidance techniques.

GUIDELINES:
Staff at Manilla Preschool:

· Will not use any form of physical, verbal or emotional punishment.

· Will establish reasonable limits regarding children’s behavior and, where appropriate, involve the children in the formation of these decisions.

· Will model expected behaviors and positive language to children at all times.

· Will empower children to assert themselves and verbalize their feelings.

· Will encourage children to develop and utilize their developing peer negotiation and conflict resolution skills.
· Will ensure that the emotional and physical environment of the Preschool supports children in their ability to operate within the established limits relating to expected behaviors.

· Will encourage children to respect the rights and feelings of others and act in ways that demonstrate this respect.

· Will acknowledge and accept children’s feelings of anger, frustration and jealousy and will encourage children to find acceptable ways of expressing these feelings.

· Will approach children with challenging behaviors in a positive way.

· Endeavor to adopt Marte Meo Principles

· Will provide clear explanations of what is expected and why, ensuring the children understand what is expected of them and, if necessary, redirect the child’s attention and energy to another experience or area.

· If instances of challenging behavior persist, staff will collaborate with parents/guardians and together will develop a strategy to approach the issue.

· If any child is regularly disrupting other children or if staff are concerned for the safety of this particular child or other children at the Preschool, staff may contact parents/guardians to pick the child up and take them home from the Preschool for the day. If this happens with any child, staff will work together with the child’s parents/guardians and Endeavour to devise a behavior management practice to put in place with the child for the future.
